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2007 was another very successful year for Scott Credit Union. Our mission
statement “Exceptional Service Is Our Business” is the driving force in our decision
making as we continually work toward improving service to our members.

We had an excellent year financially and as a result we were able to pay a 1.0%
Bonus Dividend on shares as well as a 1.0% loan interest rebate to our borrowers.
This was the first time in the history of Scott Credit Union that we have paid a loan interest rebate The
bonus dividend and loan interest rebate are examples of the value of membership with Scott Credit Union.

The following are a few of our accomplishments in 2007:

*The credit union developed and installed a new processing system which included new teller and lending
systems to allow us to be more efficient and effective in delivering our services.

+SCU opened three new branch offices during 2007. We opened two traditional facilities, one in West
Belleville and the other in Mascoutah.

We also introduced our first Member Zone branch in Millstadt. The Member Zone, which allows us to
serve members in smaller communities, features sales representatives to meet our members’ needs and a
full-service ATM designed to handle most of the transactions that would normally be done at a teller line.

In addition to the three new branches, we purchased the former Randy’s 6-4-3 Restaurant property at the
corner of Route 162 and Riggin Road in Troy. The existing building will be converted into a full service
branch that should be operational this summer. By increasing our branch network, we are able to make
our services more convenient for more members.

*We introduced our Money Zone mobile ATM trailer in 2007. The Money Zone allows SCU to provide
ATM services in remote areas and at community events.

In addition to making Scott Credit Union more convenient to more of our members, we expanded our
services.

*We created the Extreme Checking Account which pays a higher rate when members meet two simple
requirements. See the ad in this issue for more details about Extreme Checking. The account pays a high
rate with no strings attached, no fees and no minimum balance.

*We recently began offering Visa gift cards to our members. The cards, which are available in several
designs, can be used anywhere Visa is accepted. The fee for the cards is $2.00 each.

+SCU developed a new loan program called SCU Easy Cash. This program provides members the
opportunity to borrow money for short term needs at favorable terms as an alternative to high-rate car title
or payday loans.

Scott Credit Union members and employees also continued to support many organizations such as Scott
Air Force Base, Children’s Miracle Network, Adopt A Platoon, American Diabetes Association, the March
of Dimes and the Autism Society of Southern Illinois. We held the inaugural Scott Credit Union Golf
Tournament that resulted in a donation of over $8,000 to the United Way. We have also continued to
focus on supporting our communities through sponsorships

and personal involvement.

2007 was a very good year and none of our

accomplishments could have been realized without the

support of our members. We look forward to 2008 and to ¢ SCU Chairman Nationally Recognized
